
 

 

“Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my 

house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon 

mine altar; for mine house shall be called a house of prayer for all people. The 

Lord God, which gathereth the outcasts of Israel saith, Yet will I gather others to 

him, beside those that are gathered unto him” (Isaiah 56:7-8).

“What a Friend we Have in Jesus” the songwriter tells us that it is a privilege to 

carry everything to God in prayer.   He writes, “Oh, what peace we often forfeit/ 

Oh, what needless pain we bear/ all because we do not carry/ everything to God 

in prayer.” The Lord is ready to help us, if we will allow him to take control of 

our situations. Let’s remember how blessed we are to be able to call on the Name 

of Jesus, and to have him care about us.
