We don’t understand how he could have allowed it to happen, but when we 

look at Calvary and realize that his sacrifice purchased our salvation: we know 

that it was his love that held him on the cross.  

Wait on the Lord, He knows What He’s Doing  

When the doctor says “cancer” after you’ve prayed for God to make you whole, 

And the solutions that God gave you, were nothing like what you wanted to 

hear. When after you have wept for God to do something, and it seems your 

prayers fall like hailstones to your feet,  

When everybody else refuses to carry the load, while you’re convinced that you 

surely bear the heaviest cross. When you can’t help but ask God,  

“Why now?” or, “How long will you forsake me?” 
  

Remember this: It’s when your problems can’t be solved, that God outshines

We can’t reap; unless we’ve sown; we can’t grow; unless we go.  

We can’t trust Him; unless we abide in Him.

Let’s don’t limit what God wants to do today in this service. Rejoice in his 

presence for he is worthy!
