What they fail to understand
is that after a person commits his life fully to the Lord, the things that once
brought such great satisfaction (a bold lie of the devil) no longer appeals to
them.

Somehow,
just being able to get to the clearing to pray and spend time in communion with
God made me so much better prepared to handle the life that I faced at home.

When I left home, I left it all, for a season, but life was so complicated and
confusing to me. As I struggled to survive day to day, I could never completely
forget the clearing and the communion with God—I didn’t know about the
Truth; I didn’t know that you could live a decent and moral life and be
happy—so I continued to search for a way to fill the void in my life. The Lord
never forgot me, and I never felt the peace of the clearing until, the Lord
moved heaven and earth so that I could find my way back to him.

I will present my body a living sacrifice, holy acceptable unto God, which is
my reasonable service. Life is crystal clear now; the way of the Lord leads to
life. It is as simple as this: Jesus loves me and he forgave me. [ am truly
blessed.
