When trials settle in your life, I’m believing that you’ll trust in God to always 

be a prayer away. I prayed that the Lord would always keep you through even the 

darkest nights. And although it seems that we’ve grown so far apart, I want you to 

know that for every mile that separates us, I’ve kept you two miles closer in my 

heart.  

I love you more than I sometimes show, and I’m so thankful that we’re so close 

in spirit. I can’t fully explain the love that I feel for you; saying it seems 

inadequate too, so I’ll simply say:  

Hugs to you, Mom. I love you, your number 2 daughter.
