But in our quest for modern convenience, 

let’s not forget that these material gadgets will eventually pass away. What will 

we have to show for our time and energy? Let’s not allow Satan to lure us into his 

“web,” (pardon the pun) rather, let’s do everything to the glory of God and to the 

edifying of the body of Christ.
