As the bible says in the book 

of Psalms:  

 

“He delighteth not in the strength of the horse: he taketh not pleasure 

in the legs of a man. The Lord taketh pleasure in them that fear him, in 

those that hope in his mercy” (Psalm 147:10-11).  

“I want the Lord to be pleased with me so that I can take hold of this 

promise that, “[w]hen a man’s ways please the Lord, he maketh even 

his enemies to be a peace with Him” (Proverbs 16:7).  

 

Psalms tells us that the Lord takes pleasure in those that fear him. He 

desires our worship and praise. It’s not our programs, our progress, our 

priorities, or our prominence that causes God to stand up and pay attention to 

us. Quite frankly, God is not impressed by haughty prideful spirits. But, if we 

will come to him with a humble and contrite spirit and we offer him our 

sacrifice of praise and worship, then, we will get his attention.  

I am so thankful that he doesn’t desire our money, his spirit can’t be 

bought; the price has already been paid at Calvary, and this salvation is given 

freely to whomsoever will come and partake. Once we have tasted of this 

salvation, entering into God’s presence to praise Him isn’t laborious—it’s a 

hunger that can only be satisfied by worship.  

People who try to work out their own salvation without God’s presence 

live a life full of struggle and strife. The Bible reminds us that it’s the “joy of 

the Lord that’s our strength.” When we reach the place that we stop trying to 

fight our worship, and instead begin to enjoy the Holy Ghost and the direction 

he leads us in, we’ll find that our worship will be pleasing to the Lord and his 

blessings will begin to flow in our lives. If we make living for God so hard to 

do—full of rules and can’t do’s—we’ll have a hard time living for God.  

We can go through our day being busy for the Lord and doing very 

important works; but, when it comes down to it, if we really want to release 

the blessing of the Lord in our lives, we need to give our best to him, because 

the Lord delights in our worship and praise. 

Our focus should always be to serve the Lord with a joyful heart, because if 

he is first, there are no bad days; he promises to be with us and lead us 

through every circumstance if we’ll only learn to trust him. “Serve the Lord 

with gladness, come before his presence with singing” (Psalm 100:2). Oh, 

Lord prepare us to be a living sanctuary for you. gm  

It’s Time to Praise Him!
