I remember in one of the major storms we had, the electricity went out as a
result of a transformer being hit nearby, so we were left in the dark. My first
response was to go and get the flashlight. (This happened before cell phones.) I
had a fairly good idea of where it was at, but it meant that I had to feel my way
through the living room the kitchen, and go into the laundry room to find it in the
cabinet. [ don’t know about you, but sometimes in the dark I get a little
disoriented, so I reached out for the walls and slowly maneuvered through the
obstacles. Finally, I reached the flashlight, but, of course, the batteries were dead.

Next to the flashlight, we also had candles and matches, and I was relieved to
finally strike the match to get the candle lit, which helped me to locate the fresh
batteries, and once again, all was well in the Morgan household.

Light makes a difference in our lives. [ remember that before I started walking
with the Lord, my life was so dark. I didn’t have any hope that things would get
better because I failed to see what was ahead of me. All I could see, was my past,
and my hopes for my future, well, it looked dim looking through my lens of
unforgiveness.

I knew what I had to do to find forgiveness, so I turned my life over to Jesus
Christ. I got saved and baptized in Jesus Name, and was filled with the baptism of
the Holy Ghost. The Lord saved me, and I was in awe that he loved me that much.
On the other hand, Satan didn’t want me to let my past be gone, so he kept
reminding me of it every time that I looked in the mirror.
