It’s when 

we give the Lord full reign in our lives, that we have a peace that passes all 

understanding, and we can overcome because “Greater is he that is in me than 

he that is in the world.”  

“He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under his wings shalt thou trust: his 

truth shall be thy shield and buckler” (Psalm 91:4).

Being independent has its place in our lives, but sometimes the Lord invites us 

to come into his arms and under his wings for protection. Too often we put up a 

brave front and fight a spiritual battle alone. It seems, that when we are the most 

vulnerable in our spiritual walk, the devil taunts us when we cry late at night, 

and tells us that no one sees our anguish, or even cares about our sorrow.
