Back in the day, purple was only found in your rich class, mainly roy-

alty. That is because the dye came from a special type of snail that was 

located around the Phoenician trading city of Tyre. 9000 of these slugs 

were needed to create just one gram of Tyrian purple dye! When I think 

of Jesus, He is wearing a beautiful, elegant robe of purple and silk, an-

other sign of royalty,  another item only the rich had. When silk was in-

vented, only the royal family was allowed to wear fabric made of silk, 

something special to mark those of royal blood.
