We 

may not understand how we can have so many trials, yet praise God with our 

whole heart, soul, mind, and strength, but we’ll do it because He is worthy. 

Having the anointing of God is our hope. May the blessing and the 

anointing of the Almighty God manifest itself into your life. –gm/wm  

 “Yoke is Destroyed because of the Anointing” NEW CHURCH SCHEDULE :
