Lord.” (Psalm 27:14) Prayer defeated fear!

Prayer and praise will always conquer fear. David, in Psalm 55, vs. 16-18,
22: “As for me, I will call upon God; and the Lord shall save me. Evening, and
morning, and at noon, will I pray, and cry aloud: and he shall hear my voice. He
hath delivered my soul in peace from the battle that was against me: for there were

they stumbled and fell.” (vs. 2) Psalm 27 also tells us where David went when he was in
trouble: he went to the house of the Lord to worship and pray. The results: David felt
hidden, safe, and protected: “He shall set me up upon
arock.” When fear attacked David, he sought after
God in prayer: “Wait on the Lord: be of good courage,
and he shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the

many with me. Cast thy burden upon the Lord, and he shall sustain thee: he shall never suffer the righteous to be
moved.”
