e “This is not a praying age; it is an age of great activity, of great movements, but one
in which the tendency is very strong to stress the seen and the material and to neglect
and discount the unseen and the spiritual.”

e “Prayer is the greatest of all forces, because it honours
God and brings Him into active aid.”

e “Prayer is the mightiest agent to advance God’s work.”

e “We are in danger of substituting churchly work and a
